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Assuming you have Nix installed, you can use it to download packages and create new shell 
environments that use these packages. 
 
This is a great way to play with Nix tooling and see some of its potential.

A shell environment gives you access to the exact versions of packages specified by Nix. 
 
A hello world example:

$ hello 
The program ‘hello’ is currently not installed. 
 
$ nix�shell �p hello 
 
[nix�shell:~]$ hello 
Hello, world! 
 
[nix�shell:~]$ exit
